David Cohn is president of the San Diego-based Cohn Restaurant Group, an
eclectic family of nine award-winning California restaurants that includes The
Prado at Balboa Park.  He provides the Pineapple Grill, his first project in
Hawai‘i, with the means and administrative backing to push for excellence.

Chef Ryan Luckey, executive chef, is Sticking almost exclusively to Maui-
grown or Hawai‘i-grown ingredients, he works tirelessly to perfect his ideas
before sharing them with the dining public.

The new restaurant’s design is both theatrical and cozy, dominated by its
panoramic vantage on Pineapple Hill in Kapalua.  As guests enter, they pass
between the exhibition kitchen and a huge, black-marble bar with plasma-screen
TVs.  The dining area is subdivided into a diversity of themed mini-rooms that
give great flexibility of choice – from small-table intimacy to large-group
banquets, from private-party areas inside and out to the spacious lanai
overlooking lush golf greens and the West Maui sea channel.  The glassed wine
room offers a global selection of wines picked for food-friendliness and a wide
range of prices.

Says Chris Kaiwi:  “I want people to come back to this location and experience
the excitement of the old Grill & Bar that was run by TS Restaurants.  It was a
very popular place.  Our culinary direction and efforts will be to promote local



products particularly from Maui and to create a restaurant and bar that the
community will look forward to visiting again and again.”
